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Euro Garages has opened the first purpose-built 'drive-thru' Starbucks coffee store in the UK at its BP site in Deeside, North Wales. 





The 2.5 acre brownfield Deeside site, which Nigel Lawrence Partnership acquired on behalf of Euro Garages, was developed into a ‘new to industry’ BP petrol filling station with large HGV facility. As well as the new drive-thru Starbucks coffee store, the site provides a 4,000 sq ft Spar forecourt convenience store and Burger King Restaurant. Subway will be opening later in the year.





Nigel Lawrence Partnership has advised Euro Garages on the acquisition of other sites for Starbucks. Two more ‘drive-thrus’ will open in Shrewsbury and Runcorn in April 2010, with plans to open 30 more Starbucks ‘drive-thrus’ by 2013.

• We researched the Roadside Services market in North Wales to identify development sites which would provide a prominent roadside position, and where planning permission might be achievable through negotiation with the Local Authority.
